Implementation of a Campus-Wide Smoking Ban at Kyushu University and
Request for Cooperation in Prohibiting Smoking Around the Campus

To all those involved

On July 25, 2018, a law partially amending the Health Promotion Act was enacted
to prevent unwanted exposure to second hand smoke. As a result, a no—smoking policy
on premises was adopted by schools, hospitals, childcare facilities, administrative
agencies, and similar institutions. In line with this, by August 2019, the
university removed all designated smoking areas on campus and has implemented a
campus—wide smoking ban effective from September 1, 2019.

We kindly ask all visitors, including those attending activities, various events
or other functions of campus, to refrain from smoking within university premises
Additionally, smokers are obligated to consider their surroundings and ensure they
do not expose others to unwanted secondhand smoke. As the areas surrounding the
university include roads that children use to get to school, bus stops, shops and
residential neighborhoods, we ask that you exercise utmost care in choosing
locations, times, and circumstances for smoking, even outside the university
grounds.

Our university will continue to raise awareness about the health hazards of
smoking to oneself and others. We are committed to preventing secondhand smoke
exposure for students, faculty, staff and all members of the university community,
while working to create a campus and surrounding environment where everyone can
live in good health and comfort.

We kindly ask for your understanding and cooperation in this effort.
